Section 837.06, Florida Statutes

his or her official duty shall be guilty of a misdemeanor of the second degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082 or s.
775.083.

cast, to be cast, or attempted to be cast, is guilty of a felony of the third degree, punishable as provided in s. 775.082, s.
